Minimum qualifications shall include proof of all required State and/or County certification(s) and/or license(s) and insurance coverage. The subject real property is comprised of the following folios located in Miami-Dade County, Florida: 06-2219-011-1280 and 06-2219-011-1130. The property addresses are 13925 and 13990 NE 6th Avenue. The requested inspection is to be conducted so as to determine the integrity of the structure and systems of both of the properties with folio number 06-2219-011-1280 being specifically inspected based on the current condition of the apartment building as the result of a casualty event and its evacuation on September 14, 2006 when the roof collapsed during heavy rain in the midst of renovation. It is also requested that the inspection report be certified to the North Miami Community Redevelopment Agency. 

The requested building inspection report is to provide an independent opinion of the integrity of the structure and systems that support of the operation and use of the subject real property pursuant to standard industry inspection techniques and approaches, as well as recommendations and estimated costs for repairs or improvements that may be needed to resolve issues relative to the integrity of the building’s structure and systems as well as an indication of the prognosis for the longevity of the existing systems. The final work product shall be in compliance with the most current and applicable federal, state or local Uniform Standards of Professional Building Inspection (if any) and the requirements of the State of Florida for State certified building inspectors. The report shall evaluate the structural and systems integrity of each individual folio as well as for both folios taken together. The requested Building Inspection Report is to be completed asap within 30 days of the inspector being notified of the acceptance of their all inclusive price quotation.
Please note that the requested structural inspection should be made by a licensed engineer; and the systems inspection should include but not be limited to mechanical (A/C, ducting, air handlers, etc.), electrical (wiring, main panel, unit panels, lighting, receptacles, etc.), plumbing (main drains, lavatories, toilets, fixtures, etc.), fire alarm system, elevators (annual inspection records), parking areas (striping, handicap spaces, etc.). The building inspection should also include an assessment relative to pests including termites.
